I enjoy reading, writing & speaking
	Orally report on one event from the Olympics. Eg. 100m Sprint, 3 Day Equestrian.
	Write a report on the Olympics. You can use Template. It must be at least 2 pages in length.

	Write a story about winning, second or third in any Olympic event.

Use the story Template but write at least a page.
	Explain what the issue with drugs in sport are.

Name some famous drugs cheats.
	Write a report on a Famous Historic Olympic Athlete. Must include why they are famous and what they are doing now. It must be a page in length and include a picture.
	In a 4 minute speech argue the positive and negative factors for continuing the Olympics.

	Mathematical

I enjoy working with numbers & science
	Draw up the New Zealand Medal table. Showing who won what medals in what events.
	Graph the medal progress of 3 major countries. Eg. USA, China, UK, Russia - Gold, Silver, Bronze
	Complete a Graph of temperature and rain/snow over a year for London.
	Draw a completed medal table showing where New Zealand finished. Write a paragraph on how we did.
	Compare the size of the countries population vs the amount of medals it wins Gold/Silver/Bronze. Pick 40 Countries minimum.

	Visual

I enjoy painting, drawing & visualising
	Draw and Colour-in the Olympic Rings Correctly.

Write out what these represent.
	Draw a map of UK locating London.  And then Draw a map of London showing the Olympic Event sites.
	Do a Photo story about the Olympics (eg. A special moment, Sites, Sounds, Winners)
	Investigate an athlete at the Olympics and display your findings in the form of a cartoon.
	Design a post-card as a visitor to London for Olympics.  On 1 side draw pictures that present London and the Olympics and on the other side write to a friend or family member.
	Design a poster which outlines New Zealand special chances in the Olympics.

	Kinaesthetic

I enjoy doing hands-on activities
	Create and perform a play in a group of 2-4 about one of the events in the Olympics. (worth 4pts) It is suggested doing the taking the Olympic Oaths.
	Select an event and plan to complete it during a class period. Heats Finals Medal ceremony.
	Create a board game about the Olympics.  Some ideas include where it is or has been; wildlife, ecosystems (i.e. food webs); resources, human impact, shelter, scientific research; tourism; Antarctic Treaty.    (6 points)

	Musical

I enjoy making & listening to music
	Find or create the song that represents New Zealand at the Olympics. Theme Song.
	Perform a Medal Ceremony complete with Anthem. But not New Zealand.
	Record a series of sounds that you think represent life at the Olympics.
	Write a song comparing and contrasting New Zealand to UK.  
	Create a song on the story of a famous Olympic Athlete. Preferably a New Zealand Athlete eg. Valarie Adams, Peter Snell, Murray Halberg.

	Interpersonal

I enjoy working with others
	In pairs name all of the countries at the Olympics. Locate them on a blank map of the world.
	In a group (2-3) construct a large puzzle from a photo, or picture.

Make the puzzle for others to try.
	In a group (2-3) write a report on why the Modern Olympics are successful. Compare it to the Ancient Olympics (venn diagram may help).
	Use the Activity sheets to work in a group to complete all tasks.

	Construct as a class a scrapbook of events from the Olympic Games. Design a cover and create the best from Year 7-10 for a prize.

I enjoy working by myself
	State all the different types of sports found at the Olympics.

You may use some of the templates available.

Find and create icons for each event.
	Complete the Olympic Crossword.

Create your own crossword on the Olympics.
	Construct a mind map that emphasises the key principles of the Olympics.  Use cartoons or sketches where possible instead of words.
	Identify future problems for the Olympics; consider drug cheats, costs, locations, and corruption.  Present your findings as a newspaper article.
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
